His name also appears on the Company Pay Roll for the period ended March 17, 1780.

Thomas Flood first bought land in Wilson Co., Tennessee on 2-8-1800, and lived there the remaining years
of hislife.

According to a handwritten account by his grand daughter, Mary Flood Gilliam, John J. Flood was
appointed as Judge of the Court of Common Pleas by the Governor of Missouri during the Civil War. John
refused to take the oath of allegiance to the Union and was consequently arrested as a political prisoner and
sent to McDowell Collegein St. Louis, MO as a prisoner of war. McDowell College was transformed into
aPOW Camp for Confederate soldiers and political prisoners. According to Mary Flood Gilliam, John
Jefferson Flood was taken outside and executed on November 4, 1864.
